A Wichita man is recovering after being struck by a sheriff's deputy while riding his motorcycle. The accident happened late Fri day near 34th 
Street South and Seneca in South Wichita.  

It has been a rough year for college students involved in accidents in recent weeks. Former Shocker baseball star Carl Hall w as paralyzed in a 
car wreck. Kari Rinehart was killed a few weeks ago. Just this week, baseball player Mitch Caster was killed while on his way hom e from a 
tournament.  

"I saw in my rear view mirror that there was a police officer behind me," explained Robert McGlothlin.  

A split second later, McGlothlin was lying on the pavement. He was rear ended by a Sedgwick County Sheriff's Deputy in the 34 00 block of 
South Seneca just after 11:00 PM Friday night.  

"I saw the car run over my arm and, as selfish as it sounds, bowling is a big part of my life," McGlothlin said. "I'm on scho lar ship through New-
man University through bowling and all I could think about was that my arm was messed up."  

McGlothlin had just signed his scholarship papers this week. Newman University bowling practices had just started. Now he doe sn't know if 
he'll be able to bowl anytime soon.  

"They say it's a miracle that I didn't break any bones or tear any muscle," he said. "It's a lot of deep bruising."  

McGlothlin spends a lot of his free time at Wichita's bowling centers. He also works in the pro shop at The Alley on Wichita' s east side. Friday's 
accident happened just blocks from his destination, but he's thankful it wasn't worse.  

"I'm tempted to see if I can even pick up a ball, but I know better," McGlothlin said.  

A Sedgwick County Sheriff supervisor tells KAKE News that the deputy had just witnessed a vehicle coming at him on Seneca committing 
some traffic violations. His attention was reportedly diverted to that vehicle for a split second when the accident happened.

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ABILENE, Texas -- State officials say there were 388 fewer traffic fatalities in 2009 than in 2008.

Trooper Dean recommends using common sense while driving to continue to the decline.

Texas Traffic Fatalities Hit 16 Year Low  

WACO, Texas ñ A legally blind Waco woman has been sentenced to 

12 years in prison for causing a December traffic accident that left a 

motorcycle rider dead.  

A McLennan County jury on Thursday sentenced 39 -year-old Trena 

Evette Mitchell, a day after her manslaughter conviction.  

The defense sought probation for Mitchell over the Dec. 12 death of 45 -

year-old Richard Craig Schroeder.  In December, Mitchell killed 

Schroeder, after failing to yield right -of-way while  making a left 

turn on East Lake Shore Drive.  At the time of the accident, 

Schroeder was delivering charity  Christmas toys.  The victim was 

delivering charity Christmas toys.  

Defense attorney Phil Martinez says he will appeal. Martinez also told 

jurors that Mitchell will never again drive without corrective lenses 

and a driver's license. She was cited at least twice, prior to the 2009 

wreck, for driving without a license.  

Mitchell will be eligible for parole in three years.

HERE'S HOW POLICE FOUND ONE OF THEM.  

Johnstown, PA (GlossyNews)  - Local and state police scoured the hills 
outside rural Johnstown, Pennsylvania, after reports of three PETA animal 
rights activists going missing after attempting to protest the wearing of 
leather at a large motorcycle gang rally this weekend. Two others, previ-
ously reported missing, were discovered by fast food workers "duct taped 
inside several fast food restaurant dumpsters," according to police officials. 

"Something just went wrong," said a still visibly shaken organizer of the pro-
test. "Something just went horribly, horribly, wrong." The organizer said a 
group of concerned animal rights activist groups, "growing tired of throwing 
fake blood and shouting profanities at older women wearing leather or fur 
coats," decided to protest the annual motorcycle club event "in a hope to 
show them our outrage at their wanton use of leather in their clothing and 
motor bike seats." "In fact," said the organizer, "motorcycle gangs are one 
of the biggest abusers of wearing leather, and we decided it was high time 
that we let them know that we disagree with them using it.ergo, they should 
stop." 

According to witnesses, protesters arrived at the event in a vintage 1960's era Volkswagen van and began to pelt the 
gang members with balloons filled with red colored water, simulating blood, and shouting "you're murderers" to pass-
ers by.

When confronted with the allegations of force-feeding the activists meat, using them as ad hoc latrines, leaving them 
incapacitated in fast food restaurant dumpsters, and 'farting on their heads,' the organizer declined to comment in de-
tail.
